John (6’ was born May 2,
1751; he married Lois Walton, Nov, 25, 1774, In the Hevolution,
he saw service with Ebenezer Abbott., He joined South Church in
1777 and later went to North Church, where he was a deacon in
1791. He belonged to the Andover Co., of Nilitia, in 1775, with
Jabez Haywood, and lived, I think, in one of the old Haywood
estates near Jabez- near the North Reaaing line, His intentions to
marry Lols were published in Andover, July 11, 1774, and the residence
of both is given as Reading, ( She was called LOUIS on record.)
